As we continue to celebrate the fifty days of Easter, today’s gospel 
includes Jesus’ promise that he goes to prepare a place for his 
followers in his Father’s house. Our baptism commissions us to share 
Jesus’ mission in the world. As 1 Peter reminds us, we are a holy 
people, called to proclaim the one who called us out of darkness into 
light. In words and deeds we bear witness to the risen Christ—our way, 
our truth, our life.

PRESENTATION  
 
God, who is rich in mercy and love, gives us a new birth into a living 
hope through the sacrament of baptism. By water and the Word, God 
delivers us from sin and death and raises us to new life in Jesus 
Christ. We are united with all the baptized in the one body of Christ, 
anointed with the gift of the Holy Spirit, and joined in God’s mission 
for the life of the world. 
 
Sponsor presents the candidate: 
I present Henry R Slonek for baptism. 
 
The presiding minister addresses parents: 
Called by the Holy Spirit, trusting in the grace and love of God, do 
you desire to have your children baptized into Christ? 
Response: I do. 
 
As you bring your child to receive the gift of baptism, you are 
entrusted with responsibilities: 

to live with them among God's faithful people, 
bring them to the word of God and the holy supper, 
teach them the Lord's Prayer, the Creed, and the Ten 
Commandments, 
place in their hands the holy scriptures, 
and nurture them in faith and prayer, 
so that your children may learn to trust God, 
proclaim Christ through word and deed, 
care for others and the world God made, 
and work for justice and peace.

Do you promise to help your child grow in the Christian faith and 
life? 
Response: I do. 
 
The presiding minister addresses sponsors: 
Sponsors, do you promise to nurture these persons in the Christian 
faith as you are empowered by God's Spirit, and to help them live in 
the covenant of baptism and in communion with the church? 
Response: I do. 
 
The presiding minister addresses the assembly: 
People of God, do you promise to support Henry and pray for him in 
his new life in Christ? 
Response: We do. 
 
The assembly stands as they are comfortable. 
 
PROFESSION OF FAITH 
 
I ask you to profess your faith in Christ Jesus, reject sin, and confess 
the faith of the church. 
 
Do you renounce the devil and all the forces that defy God? 
I renounce them. 
Do you renounce the powers of this world that rebel against God? 
I renounce them. 
Do you renounce the ways of sin that draw you from God? 
I renounce them. 
 
Do you believe in God the Father? 
I believe in God, the Father almighty, 

creator of heaven and earth. 
 
Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God? 
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I believe in Jesus Christ, God’s only Son, our Lord, 
who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, 
born of the virgin Mary, 
suffered under Pontius Pilate, 
was crucified, died, and was buried; 
he descended to the dead.* 
On the third day he rose again; 
he ascended into heaven, 
he is seated at the right hand of the Father, 
and he will come to judge the living and the dead. 

 
Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit? 
I believe in the Holy Spirit, 

the holy catholic church, 
the communion of saints, 
the forgiveness of sins, 
the resurrection of the body, 
and the life everlasting. 

 
THANKSGIVING AT THE FONT 
 
The Lord be with you. 
And also with you. 
 
Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
It is right to give our thanks and praise. 
 
We give you thanks, O God, for in the beginning your Spirit moved 
over the waters and by your Word you created the world, calling 
forth life in which you took delight. Through the waters of the flood 
you delivered Noah and his family, and through the sea you led your 
people Israel from slavery into freedom. At the river your Son was 
baptized by John and anointed with the Holy Spirit. By the baptism 
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of Jesus’ death and resurrection you set us free from the power of sin 
and death and raise us up to live in you. 
 
Pour out your Holy Spirit, the power of your living Word, that those 
who are washed in the waters of baptism may be given new life. To 
you be given honor and praise through Jesus Christ our Lord, in the 
unity of the Holy Spirit, now and forever. 
Amen. 
 
BAPTISM 
 
Henry R Slonek, I baptize you in the name of the Father, 
and of the Son, 
and of the Holy Spirit. 
Amen. 
 
You belong to Christ, in whom you have been baptized. Alleluia.

Word 
First Reading: Acts 7:55-60 
 
Stephen was one of the seven men chosen by the apostles to serve 
tables so that the apostles could be free to serve the word (Acts 6:1-
6). Stephen does more than distribute food, however. For his 
preaching of God’s word, he becomes the first martyr of the faith. 
 
55 Filled with the Holy Spirit, [Stephen] gazed into heaven and saw 
the glory of God and Jesus standing at the right hand of 
God. 56 “Look,” he said, “I see the heavens opened and the Son of 
Man standing at the right hand of God!” 57 But they covered their 
ears, and with a loud shout all rushed together against him. 58 Then 
they dragged him out of the city and began to stone him, and the 
witnesses laid their coats at the feet of a young man named 
Saul. 59 While they were stoning Stephen, he prayed, “Lord Jesus, 
receive my spirit.” 60 Then he knelt down and cried out in a loud 
voice, “Lord, do not hold this sin against them.” When he had said 
this, he died.

1 In you, O LORD, have I taken refuge; let me never be put to shame; 
  deliver me in your righteousness.

 3 Be my strong rock, a castle to keep me safe, for you are my 
crag and my stronghold; 
  for the sake of your name, lead me and guide me.

SECOND READING:  1 Peter 2:2-10 
 
Christ is the cornerstone of God’s saving work and the foundation of 
our lives. We are God’s chosen, holy people who continuously 
celebrate and declare the mercy of God we experience through Jesus 
Christ. 
 
2 Like newborn infants, long for the pure, spiritual milk, so that by it 
you may grow into salvation 3 if indeed you have tasted that the Lord 
is good. 
  4 Come to him, a living stone, though rejected by mortals yet 
chosen and precious in God’s sight, and 5 like living stones let 
yourselves be built into a spiritual house, to be a holy priesthood, to 
offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. 6 For 
it stands in scripture: 
 “See, I am laying in Zion a stone, 
  a cornerstone chosen and precious, 
 and whoever believes in him will not be put to shame.” 
7 This honor, then, is for you who believe, but for those who do not 
believe, 
 “The stone that the builders rejected 
  has become the very head of the corner,” 
8 and 
 “A stone that makes them stumble 
  and a rock that makes them fall.” 
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They stumble because they disobey the word, as they were destined 
to do. 
  9 But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, 
God’s own people, in order that you may proclaim the excellence of 
him who called you out of darkness into his marvelous light. 
 10 Once you were not a people, 
  but now you are God’s people; 
 once you had not received mercy, 
  but now you have received mercy.

9 Jesus said to him, “Have I been with you all this time, 
Philip, and you still do not know me? Whoever has seen me has seen 
the Father. How can you say, ‘Show us the Father’? 10 Do you not 
believe that I am in the Father and the Father is in me? The words 
that I say to you I do not speak on my own, but the Father who dwells 
in me does his works. 11 Believe me that I am in the Father and the 
Father is in me, but if you do not, then believe because of the works 
themselves. 12 Very truly, I tell you, the one who believes in me will 
also do the works that I do and, in fact, will do greater works than 
these, because I am going to the Father. 13 I will do whatever you ask 
in my name, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son. 14 If in my 
name you ask me for anything, I will do it.”
